Just 
the other day we were in 
the classroom at H&C 
and looked up to see the 
wall of batting with a new 
realization of how many 
great choices we have 
right in our shop for bat-
ting. 

 

Not only are there various 
standard sizes (king, 
queen, full, twin, throw, 
crib, craft, super queen), 
there are colors and fibers 

to choose from.  We have 
natural or white or black.

Dream make poly-cotton 
blend, some being 80% 
cotton and some 70% 
cotton.
